Designing and making is at the heart of Design Technology

It is a course designed for creative people who enjoy experimenting and working in a wide range of different 
materials such as timbers, metal, plastics, modern and smart materials like carbon fibre and polymorph and 
Textiles.
Design Technology is ideal for students who enjoy problem solving and working through their 
solutions. It is all about the iterative process which is designing and trialling different solutions to a problem.

The course is highly practical and made up of a wide range of designing and making tasks. In Year 10 the objective is 

for students to gain skills and knowledge of different materials and processes. This will be about building a core 

knowledge. Homework is set regularly to cover the theory elements of the exam which accounts for 50% of the 

qualification. Most theory is taught practically through practical activities. In Year 11 students can choose their own 

design and make task.
